The recipients of these awards are selected by the Director of the program and are recognized as the top students in Airframe, Powerplant and Avionics.

Ben Scaralia is a resident of Rutland, VT and is a graduate student at Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute. He has been awarded the John Marther Nobel Scholarship by the John and Jane Mather Foundation, which in turn ws funded from the award of the 2006 Nobrl Prize for Physics to Dr John Mather for his work on the “Big Bang” theory and presented by the Henry Foundation, Inc. Ben is only one of seventeen international students to have won the award and the first student in the state of Vermont.

Ben spent his spent recent NASA internship at the NASA Goddard Space Flight Center. His mentor at Goddard was Dr. David Chuss, NASA research astrophysicist.

Dr. David Chuss received a B.S. in Physics from Villanova University in 1995. He went on to receive an M.S. in Astronomy and Astrophysics from the Pennsylvania State University in 1997 and a Ph.D. from Northwestern University in 2002. He is currently an Astrophysicist at NASA Goddard Space Flight Center in the Observational Cosmology Laboratory. He is an expert in astronomical polarimetry and is currently working on several projects that will endeavor to measure the polarization of the afterglow of the Big Bang, the Cosmic Microwave Background, in an attempt to probe the earliest instance of the Universe.
